Calla Freston- Asking for forgiveness on their Water usage overage.
Approval of Minutes. She used 84,000 gallons. Kim Blanchard repaired her water line. Kim admitted that he installed her hook up wrong. The water was flowing back into her well. Alan and Dean will check out the problem to make sure this was not a Cross Contamination Problem. If it is, we will have to report it to the State and Log the incident  The Board will discuss this in a Closed Meeting and Patty will get back with her on the Boards decision. 

Judy- Welcomed Ron Winterton is visiting our Board meeting (He is the Chairman for the Natural Resources here to observe)

Approval of Minutes
Brent voted to approve the minutes as typed up by Patty, Lloyd seconded the motion, all members voted unanimously to approve. 

Sunrise-Jeff McCarty Victory Route, Kendall Quote/ ROW’s
We received the ROW contracts from the Tribe, Supposed to be 13 appraisals, they only sent 12. Jeff will look into the missing appraisal contract. These appraisals are only good for 40 years. And will then have to be renegotiated. 
Lloyd-Victor Galindo will allow us a Right of Way for our Victory Line. 
Jeff- We have mostly worked out what we need for the Victory route. We still need to find James Olsen and speak again with Joyce Eldredge. Judy will talk to Roosevelt city. We need a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU). Jeff will send us an example of a MOU. Need to get an Easement agreement from our Lawyer. 
Mike Kendall Quote- The connections will cost About $4000 each. T’s with 1 gate will be about $3500-$4000.  X’s with 2 gate valves, will be about $6500-$7000. An X will require about 1200 ft per length of 8” pipe.
Jeff- We need to review and Renew out Contract with Sunrise. Current contract is 10 years old.
